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In an effort to coincide with many of our Program’s supporters, 
the CASA Board of Directors has decided to change our annual 
year cycle to begin July 1 and end June 30. This will align us 
with the Montana State Supreme Court, Park and Sweet Grass 
Counties’ fiscal years and the State CASA Programs’ statistical 
reporting cycle. Since our previous year end was October 31, 
2007 this years’ annual report will cover from November 1, 
2007 through June 30, 2008! 
 
These past seven months have been busy covering cases, 
applying for grants, traveling to Washington D.C. and we 
continue to meet 100% of all Youth in Need of Care cases within 
our district. I am proud and excited to say that the state of the 
Sixth Judicial District CASA Program is doing very WELL! 
 
This was our Program’s fifth year of accepting abuse and neglect 
cases within the Sixth Judicial District.  Our volunteer pool is at 
24.  From November 1 through June 30, our volunteers were 
assigned to 40 children.  
 
The Program continues our mission of  recruiting, training and 
supporting our valuable volunteers.  We have also focused on an 
aggressive plan of public awareness and education about the 
CASA program as our top priority. We publish the Child Abuse 
Hotline number in our four local community newspapers as well 
as CASA Child Advocacy Ad’s  which were paid through a 
grant from Park County Community Foundation (PCCF). The 
grant also paid for the publication of a “Resource Guide for 
Families” which was distributed throughout the Sixth Judicial 
District.  We developed and ran public awareness ads that have 
aired on Yellowstone Public Radio stations.  We continue to 
disperse our Program’s case statements throughout the 
communities along with attending public speaking engagements 
while sustaining our strong partnerships with both local and state 
government agencies. Each week this summer we have had a 
booth at the local Farmer’s Market promoting our Program and 
recruiting individuals to become  volunteers and advocates for 
our communities’ abused and neglected children.   
 
We were again fortunate to be awarded a  grant from the Greater 
Gallatin United Way, a grant from the Jewelers for Children and 
our program continues to receive support from Park County and  
Sweet Grass County as part of their charge.  Additionally the 
Program was the recipient of a grant from the Office of Juvenile 
Justice Department for both Sweet Grass and Park Counties. 

These funds have been used to develop a Volunteer Resource 
Library.  We continue to receive our Case Reimbursements from 
the State Supreme Court . Additionally, the Program has 
received support from numerous individual and community 
donations. 
 
The Board of Directors continues to grow and change with 
Sharon Sweeney Fee joining us from Livingston. Sharon has a 
PhD in nursing and works for Livingston Health Care Systems 
as a Nurse Informaticist.  She brings to the Board a wide 
spectrum of experience from previous boards and a strong 
background in business and administration. Our Board lost a 
long time member this year- Robin Hoggan Ebinger. Robin was 
instrumental in getting the Program’s financial and computer 
systems set up as well as helping with the grant application 
process.  Her insight and humor will be greatly missed while 
realizing that she deserves a much needed rest. Our Board 
continues to work towards developing strong leadership 
capabilities and endeavors to keep the CASA mission out in the 
forefront of the District by recruiting new and active members. 
This past year our Board members have started to host small 
events in their homes in an effort to explain our mission and 
create an additional level of awareness.   
  
This year the Program sent me, Program Administrator Maureen 
Byrne, and volunteer Michelle Landers to Washington D.C. to 
attend the National CASA Convention.  I sat on the Rural 
Advisors panel that gave a workshop presentation for local 
program directors on varies topics that included fundraising tips, 
volunteer recruitment ideas, training topics, funding 
opportunities, to name a few. I continue to serve on the National 
Rural Directors and State CASA Board of Directors. 
 
I wish to once again acknowledge Julie Killorn of Insty-Prints, 
who continues to support the Program by donating the bulk of 
our printing needs.  Additionally, Dale and Gloria Eyre of 
Paradise Print Works generously donated the banners and flag 
for our booth at the Farmers Market together with Don and Ellen 
Gimbel who generously provided funds which bought the tent 
and tables. These were tremendous gifts and savings to the 
Program. This along with other donors and supporters truly 
shows the community:
